Common Myna:

A bold scavenger and invasive species,
that feeds on everything from insects to
kitchen waste. Their nests are crafted
creatively around human-dominated
spaces.

Asian Openbill:

This soaring stfork mainly feeds on molluscs,
using its unique beak to extract snails. Often
seen in flocks, they travels long distances
based on weather conditions.




Scaly-breasted Munia:

Also known as nutmeg mannikin, these
small finches thrive near water and
grasslands, especially in paddy fields.These
are some minor pests in India and have 11
subspecies.

Lesser Whistling Duck:

It is a nocturnal feeder found near lakes

and paddy fields, known for its loud two-

note whistle. They perch and nest in trees,

flying with rapid wingbeats and fiashing \\
chestnut plumage.
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House Sparrow:

Closely linked with human habitation, it
feeds on seeds, insects, and scraps.Despite
its adaptability, its numbers have been
declininginthe nearby areas.

Asian Koel:

A brood parasite from the cuckoo family,
laying eggs in crow nests. They play a key

role in dispersing sandalwood seeds across
India.
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Rhesus Monkey:

Highly social and adaptive, these monkeys
eat over 100 plant species and live in large
matrilineal troops. They are widespread
across the state and the country.

Indian Garden Lizard:

Just like Chameleons Oriental garden
lizards can move each of yhier eyes in
different directions. Also known as
'‘changeable lizards,' they bask in the sun
and shift colors during breeding. They isually
huntinsects post-rain.
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Gaur or Indian Bison:

Massively built and the largest wild cattle,
it browses on grasses and foliage.Another
species tthag is listed as Vulnerable, as it
has few natural predators.
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Indian Leopard:

Elusive and powerful, the Indian
Leopard climbs trees and drags prey
aloft for safety.lt's a versatile hunter
but is listed as Vulnerable due fo
habitatloss and poaching.
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Striped Tiger (Butterfly):

A strong flyer preferring moist jungles and
fallow lands near habitation. It is legally
protected and thrives in areas with
moderate to heavy rainfall.

Common Jezebel:

It is a weak flyer often seen at high altitudes,
marked by vivid black and red wing
patterns. Males are paler than females,
both having colorful undersides.
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Mule :

Common Rose:

Bright and slow-flying butterfly, that warns
predators of its inedibility with its red body
and toxic defenses. It is active all day,
visiting flowers in sun and shade alike.

A hybrid between a horse and a donkey,
mules are hardy, sure-footed, and
strong.They are often used for fransport in

rugged terrain.




Indian Pariah Dog:

Naturally evolved and low-maintenance,
they are alert, territorial, and ideal guard
dogs. Found widely across South Asia, they
are an ancientlandrace.

Sambar Deer:

Mostly nocturnal, they Sambar Deer uses
loud calls and stamp to deter predators.
They help in seed dispersal and prefer
dense forest covers.
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Spotted Deer (Chital):

The most common Indian deer, where
males have three-branched anftlers, which
have the ability to regrow. They are reddish-
pbrown with white spofs with a lifespan of up
to 30 years.

Indian Elephant:

Indian Elephants spend up to 19 hours
eating and disperse seeds through their
dung. The majorly feed on grasses and
crops, they always stay near water sources.
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Grangea:

A medicinal herbb with woolly buds and
yellow flowers, found in dry fields and

ponds. If spreads through roots and grows
up to 70cmtall.

Artist’s Bracket
or Bear Bread):

This free fungus is used for drawing and as
a flavor enhancer in cuisine. It grows
mostly on dead trees and has medicinal
properties.
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Burmann's Sundew:

Its is a fast insect-tfrapping plant that curls
leaves in seconds to catch prey. It lives

riefly, blooms, sets seed, and dies before
the dry season.

Tropical Cinnabar Bracket:

A white-rof fungus used in medicine and
industry worldwide. It grows on wood,
aiding in decompaosition.
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Feed Stray Animals - Offer
clean food and water to the
animals around you like cats,
dogs or birds.

Respect All Animals - Do not
harm the animals by
destroying their habitats.
Speak up if you see someone
teasing them.

Be Eco friendly - Avoid
throwing plastic, wrappers
and wastes on road, which can
be harmful for them if they
consume it.
